FIRST READING Acts 9:26-31

A reading from the Acts of the Apostles

When Saul got to Jerusalem he tried to join the
disciples, but they were all afraid of him: they could
not believe he was really a disciple. Barnabas,
however, took charge of him, introduced him to
the apostles, and explained how the Lord had
appeared to Saul and spoken to him on his journey,
and how he had preached boldly at Damascus in
the name of Jesus. Saul now started to go round
with them in Jerusalem, preaching fearlessly in
the name of the Lord. But after he had spoken
to the Hellenists, and argued with them, they
became determined to kill him. When the brothers
knew, they took him to Caesarea, and sent him
off from there to Tarsus. The churches throughout

away. He is referring to himself and our relationship with him.
Our relationship with Jesus can bring us to life because he is
that sort of person. He appeals to the best in us and the real
Jesus brings out the best in us.

When we come into relationship with Jesus, we are coming into
new life. If the Jesus we experience is one who disapproves of
us, keeps us down in ourselves, contributes to poor self-esteem,
then this is not the real Jesus.

If we want to grow into good relationship with him, we notice how
we feel with him and share that with him. Also, our relationship
with him should reach out to others. ‘Whoever remains in me
bears fruit in plenty’. Someone once asked, how do | know | am
praying right? The answer is not to get new methods of prayer,
though these can help, but ask; what is your life like? Are you
growing in compassion, justice, faith, good humour, and all the
